ocean – This is a huge body of salt water. 

 city -  A city is a place where people live and work. It is bigger than a town. 
 
village - A village is an area made up of a small number of houses, usually in the countryside. 
They are usually smaller than towns. 

rural –  These are places far away from towns and cities, e.g. villages.  

urban-  These are areas that are within towns and cities. 

climate –  This refers to aspects of weather over a long period of time. 

Oceans and Continents 

There are seven continents in the world. These are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, 
Europe, Antarctica and Australasia. Within the world there are 5 oceans. The oceans are the 
Pacific Ocean, Indian Ocean, Arctic Ocean, Atlantic Ocean and Southern Ocean.
