season – A part of the year when the 
weather changes. 

weather – What the sky and the air are like 
outside, such as cold and cloudy. 

temperature – A measurement of how hot 
or cold something is. 

freezing – When water (liquid) is cooled, it 
changes to ice (solid). This change is called 
freezing. 

melting – When ice (solid) is heated, it 
changes to water (liquid). This change is 
called melting. 

thawing – The process of ice, snow, or 
another frozen substance becoming liquid or 
soft as a result of warming up.
